Dennis Lynch, Fox Fire Trap Coach, was present to discuss the teams 2012-2013 Financial status and highlighting the teams upcoming season.  
 
SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT – Status.


Mr. Fetcho reminded the Board that the Annual IASB Spring Dinner Meeting is February 27, 2013 at the Benton Middle School.  Those members planning on attending will need to let him know soon.

Mr. Fetcho stated that if any member is interested in submitting a position statement proposal to the IASB for presentation at the November, 2013 annual convention he has the forms available for them to do so.

Mr. Fetcho gave the Board the final FY 2013 Mandated Categorical Prorations.  State disbursements owed are $533,895.  The 6th grade girls and boys basketball schedules, and the BIT schedule were handed out.  The upcoming basketball regionals are as follows: JH boys January 31st and February 2, 2013; High School girls February 4-7, 2013, and the High School boys February 18-22, 2013.
Mr. Fetcho stated that in the absence of Charlie Pendell, Marc Cox will be doing the Hamilton County Foxes Sports news for the newspaper.

Mr. Fetcho updated the Board on Pension reform, and 2013 Financial Profile Designation based on the 2011-2012 annual financial report data, stating that the District’s Profile Score is 2.55 which places our District in the highest risk category of Financial Watch.  
The District will be receiving a check for $15,431 for storm damage caused by the electrical storm on September 7, 2012 on the roof-top units at the Jr/Sr High.
CURRICULUM –   

Mr. Fetcho let the Board know that the All-School Reunion Committee would be presenting to the District a check in the amount of $13,419 with proceeds from the All-Schools Reunion held July, 2012.  The money will be designated for technology improvements in the District.
