Motion by Rubenacker, second by Anselment to come out of executive session at 6:30 p.m.  Roll Call Vote – Voting Yes – Rubenacker, Anselment, Becker, Kirsch, Launius, Maulding,   and Ewald.  Motion carried.

Motion by Maulding, second by Launius to approve the minutes from executive session.  Vote was taken by voice and motion carried.

Motion by Becker, second by Kirsch to accept the letter of resignation from Stacey Atkinson as a part-time tutor, effective August 6, 2014.  Vote was taken by voice and motion carried.

Motion by Anselment, second by Maulding to employ Kaitlin Ragan as a full-time High School Social Studies Teacher, contingent on successful background check and completion of necessary paperwork, effective with the start of the 2014-2015 school year.  Roll Call Vote- Voting Yes – Anselment, Maulding, Becker, Kirsch, Launius, Rubenacker, and Ewald.  Motion carried.

Motion by Becker, second by Kirsch to employ Lucas Launius as a half-time High School English Teacher and half-time TAOEP grand funded teacher, contingent on successful background check and completion of necessary paperwork, effective with the start of the 2014-2015 school year.  Roll Call Vote – Voting Yes – Becker, Kirsch, Anselment, Maulding, Rubenacker, and Ewald.  Abstain Voting – Launius.  Motion carried.

Motion by Launius, second by Maulding to employ Ann Marie Harland as a part-time, grant funded, Parent Educator/Baby Talk Specialist, effective with the start of the 2014-2015 school year.  Roll Call Vote – Voting Yes – Launius, Maulding, Anselment, Becker, Kirsch, Rubenacker, and Ewald.  Motion carried.


Motion by Anselment, second by Rubenacker to employ Lucas Launius as the Varsity Scholastic Bowl Coach, effective with the start of the 2014-2015 school year.  Roll Call Vote – Voting  Yes – Anselment, Rubenacker, Becker, Kirsch, Maulding, and Ewald.  Abstain Voting – Launius,  Motion carried.


Motion by Becker, second by Anselment to employ Blane Miller as an Assistant Football Coach, contingent on successful background check and completion of necessary paperwork, for the 2014 season.  Roll Call Vote – Voting Yes – Becker, Anselment, Kirsch, Launius, Maulding, Rubenacker, and Ewald.  Motion carried.


Motion by Kirsch, second by Launius to employ Kristin Birkner as a part-time child care worker on an as needed basis, contingent on successful background check and completion of necessary paperwork, effective August 7, 2014.  Roll Call Vote – Voting Yes – Kirsch, Launius, Anselment, Becker, Maulding, Rubenacker, and Ewald.  Motion carried.

Motion by Becker, second by Anselment to employ Ashleigh Burger as a part-time child care worker on an as needed basis, contingent on successful background check and completion of necessary paperwork, effective August 7, 2014.  Roll Call Vote – Voting Yes – Becker, Anselment, Kirsch, Launius, Maulding, Rubenacker, and Ewald.  Motion carried.

Motion by Rubenacker, second by Maulding to approve the following volunteer Junior High Softball assistant coaches Brian Lueke and Jeremy Varner.  Vote was taken by voice and motion carried.


Motion by Becker, second by Anselment to approve to non-reemploy Marilyn Melton as a part-time, at-will cashier for the 2014-2015 school year.  Roll Call Vote- Voting Yes – Becker, Anselment, Kirsch, Launius, Maulding, Rubenacker, and Ewald.  Motion carried.


Motion by Anselment, second by Rubenacker to authorize to post for a half-time TAOEP grant funded instructor.  Vote was taken by voice and motion carried.


Motion by Becker, second by Maulding to authorize to post for a part-time district tutor.  Vote was taken by voice and motion carried.


Motion by Anselment, second by Launius to approve the collective bargaining agreement between the Laborers’ International Local #1197 and the Hamilton County Board of Education from July 1, 2014 through June 30, 2017.  

Motion by Becker, second by Rubenacker to adjourn.  Vote was taken by voice, motion carried, and the meeting adjourned at 6:35 p.m.
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
